EXAMPLE OF WORDING OF CO-AUTHOR’S DECLARATION

Co-author’s declaration

Pursuant to the Ministry of Research and Information Technology’s Order No. 820 of 31 August 2000 Relating to the Appointment of Lecturers and Scientific Staff at Institutions of Higher Education under the Ministry of Education a recommendation by an expert assessment committee must be reasoned and provide a satisfactory decision-making basis.  An important part of the assessment is based on an expert evaluation of the scientific work sent in by the applicant and included by the assessment committee.

It follows from the above that in situations where an applicant’s share in submitted work involving several authors is of vital importance with regard to the committee’s final conclusion it may be necessary to obtain co-authors’ declarations unless the committee is able to evaluate the applicant’s share in any other way.

If an expert assessment committee therefore finds it necessary to obtain co-authors’ declarations, it is suggested that the following declaration model be used.  The committee should ask the applicant to obtain the declarations within a reasonable time limit set by the committee.  The applicant should send the declarations to the chairman of the committee.  The declarations will then accompany the recommendation as an appendix.
