	Outline regarding why and how scientists at LIFE maintain their right to use Parallel Publishing, when publishing in academic, peer reviewed journals

	Background
It is often a demand from international, peer reviewed academic journals to claim the copy right to the article, when the journal publishes a scientific article, written by university scientists.

During the last few years many universities are working actively to change this situation, as they whish to be able to publish their own production of scientific publications, e.g. in Open Access archives.

Also scientific communities within special topics, with members from many universities, whish to be able to maintain Open Access archives with free, global, digital access.
At the other hand publication in commonly recognized, international, peer reviewed academic journals is an important means of improving the academic curriculum of the individual scientist, who often conducts her/his academic career by concurrent employment at a number of universities.

Parallel Publishing
In order to obtain the possibility to run a publicly accessible archive of the universities research activities, without hindering the individual scientists possibilities to maintain his personal curriculum by publishing in international, peer reviewed academic journals, the concept of maintaining the right to Parallel Publish such copy right trust-held articles in university archives has been introduced.

Parallel Publishing allows the university/the author to publish versions (often pre-prints) of articles accepted for publication in international, peer reviewed academic journals in university archives, and/or academic society archives – often called Open Archives.

International initiative to facilitate the maintaining of the right to conduct Parallel Publishing

The Parallel Publishing problem is internationally recognized, and an initiative to assist authors to keep their right to Parallel Publishing has been established – se ROMEO. The initiative is associated with the international, university-based efforts to establish Open Archives for academic publishing – SHERPA.
ROMEO gives the author an overview of which commercial publishers who accepts Parallel Publishing as a standard service. A page in ROMEO even categorizes a number of publishers as to their degree of willingness to permit Parallel Publishing.

If you cannot locate the journal in the ROMEO-overview, in which you are going to publish, and who´s permission to the Parallel Publishing you whish to obtain, you can send the title of the journal to the Research Publishing Unit at the LIFE Library; use BVFB-CURIS@LIFE.KU.DK. 
They will check for you, whether the journal you have in mind permits Parallel Publishing by default, or whether you have to apply for this right, regarding the article you are currently publishing.
If the academic publishing journal you whish to publish in does not permit Parallel Publishing by default, you have to apply for the right to conduct Parallel Publishing specifically, if you whish to publish your article in full text in LIFEs research repository CURIS, or in other Open Access-archives, in addition to your publishing in the originally chosen journal.
In that case you can use the below cited form in order to apply for the right to Parallel Publishing.
