Instructions for the Faculty of LIFE Sciences’ course database

The course database is available at http://www.courseinfo.life.ku.dk
The course database for the upcoming academic year is normally uploaded in mid May.
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1. Course no indicates the course code.

2. You can search by search word (e.g. Rural Development), or by department (e.g. Department of Economics and Natural Resources).

3. Select the relevant course type – BSc if you are a BSc student while studying at The Faculty of LIFE Sciences, MSc if you are a MSc student while studying at The Faculty of LIFE Sciences. Joint Bsc/Msc courses can be taken by both Bsc students and Msc students.
4. Set language to English for courses conducted in English.

5. Choose block placement for the correct block – 1 or 2 for the autumn semester, 3 or 4 for the spring semester.
6. Week structure – each course is taught at a specific time, either module A, B or C. Courses chosen in the same block should not be in the same week structure module! 7. Click Search to search the course descriptions.

8. The course content can be viewed by clicking on the course.
